Jim Lee, news director of
WBML Radio Station and

more and more. This is not
merely my opinion, it is an es-
tablished fact and one of the
greatest factors contributing
to this distrust is a reluctance
on the part of the public offi-
cials to allow the people full

a n d first-hand knowledge of
their official activities. By
first hand knowledge, I mean
knowledge through the pres-
ence of the News Media which
is, and always will be, the
eyes and ears of the people
who, for good and obvious rea-
sons, cannot be present.

"I believe the local news
media have proven that they
are not a corps of gossip col-
umnists and that their sole in-
terest lies in fulfilling obliga-
tions to keep the people in-
formed on legitimate items of
vital importance to an in-
formed electrate. Quite obvi-
ously, it is also our obligation
to focus public attention on
any wrong-doing in govern-
ment.
"Most of you ran on a plat-

form that included statements
pledging support for open
meetings and open doors at
City Hall. Yet, on last night,
according to one writer's re-
port, four of you (Police and
Alcohol Control Committee)
held a session at which report-
ers were excluded.

"Please bear in mind that
there are more news stories
that wind up less than totally
accurate because of restric-
tions on reporters than be-
cause of failure on the part of
the reporter. I hope we can all
work together to fulfill our
parallel obligations to keep
the people informed.

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Looking at Jonathan Rose's pedigree, you

might guess he would be with a public

interest law firm in Washington or working

for a Wall Street firm, filling his spare time

with pro bone activities.

Not so. He's working 12 hours a day for

President Nixon, who has called him one

of our best young lawyers" in the White

House.

Rose, who is stocky, unimposing and

rather self-effacing, plays down the glamor

of a post that provides him with a com-

fortable office in the west wing of the

White House and the chance to air his views

before the nation's number-one decision-

maker. Asked about the most rewarding as-

pect of his two years of service, he says

simply that it has been "the opportunity to

work for this particular President, to sec the

kinds of things he does and the way he

employs careful and effective analysis."

MILITARY: U.S. Army Intelligence Officer, 1969-71

sumer protection legislation and the pen-

sion vesting problem.

In the last six months, however, the White

House .role of the low-keyed, soft-spoken

bachelor has been cast in the penumbra of

public attention. The fact that Rose served

his two-year tour of military duty on the per-

sonal staff of the commander-in-chief him-

self filtered through the Washington press

corps. A shoulder injury disqualified him

from combat duty. and by a special arrange-

ment with the Pentagon. Rose fulfilled his

military obligation out of uniform on special

detail to the executive branch. This pro-

cedure is not that unusual, but it raised the

eyebrows of some members of the press,

who said they saw Rose playing tennis, bad

shoulder and all, at the White House.

At a presidential news conference last

April, a reporter for Knight Newspapers

caustically suggested in a question to the

President that Rose might be receiving spe-

cial treatment because his father was a

major Republican party campaign contribu-

tor. Unshaken, Nixon told of Rose's shoulder

and continued:

"I'm very glad that a man with that kind of

disability—there's nothing wrong with his

brain—is available at the White House as

one of. our best young lawyers."

Of thea tennis court incident, Rose told

Juris Doctor recently: "I've never set foot

on the bloody thing."

But the controversy surrounding Rose did

not die with Nixon's explanation. It was

further fueled by an article last June in

Parade, the gossipy, semi-muckraking Sun-

day supplement. After detailing the ex-

change at the news conference (but never

speaking to Rose himself), the author

claimed that Rose's White House assign-

ment included lobbying in Congress against

the consumer crusade of Ralph Nader and

keeping an eye on Mrs. Virginia Knauer, the

President's outspoken special assistant for

consumer affairs.

In his interview with Juris Doctor, Rose

denied these charges. He said he first be-

came involved with consumer affairs at the

request of Mrs. Knauer because "at that

time, I was the only lawyer on Pete's staff."

To him it seems ironic that anyone could

contend he muzzled a woman he censers

independent and outspoken. Instead. Rose

says, he served as a "liaison between her

and cabinet officers. What we were traiing to

figure out was how the consumer s voice

can be heard." But he no longer is invo'ved

in consumer issues: "I don't think we've

seen a speech of hers in well over a year-

and-a-half."

As for Nader, a fellow graduate of Ha-ward

Law School, Rose acknowledged that the

book by Nader's Raiders on the Federal

Trade Commission contained infcrration

that "showed the FTC was in need of re-

pair." However, Rose said, "some of the

language was a bit too colorful."

The Parade article also charged that Rose

helped conduct the administration's suc-

cessful efforts last year to kill legislation that

would have established an independent

consumer protection agency, a plan favored

Nader.

"I once expressed my misgivinos to an

administrative assistant of a congressman

who later voted for the bills anyhow," recalls

Rose. "That was the extent of my lobbying."

He feels that some type of consumer

agency is inevitable but cautions aga:nst the

hasty establishment of yet another structure

to make the federal bureaucracy even more

"baroque."

The jut-jawed former lieutenant has

weathered the flurry of publicity ar',C,1 plans

to stay on the White House staff as a civiiian.

In the future, he says he will eschew full-

time politics for private law practiae But

Rose, who worked in William Scranton s last

minute campaign to stop Barry Gotwater

in 1964 and for Nixon four years late!. says

he will continue to be at the service of his

party.

In a muted criticism of the press. Rose

suggested why many young lawyers with

backgrounds similar to his are hostile to the

current administration: "I think a lot of the

misperceptions arise because they haven't

heard what the President has said as op-

posed to what others say he has se'd "

You have received an invitation to address the 27th Annual
Georgia Radio/Television Institute on Thursday, January 27th,
1972, at the University of Georgia campus in Athens, Georgia.

The Institute is not an organization, but is a meeting
sponsored annually by the Georgia Association of Broadcasters
(GAB) and by the Henry W. Grady School of Journalism of the
University of Georgia. Your invitation was issued (in sep-
arate letters) by Bert H. Hatch, Executive Director of GAB,
Bernie Barker, President of GAB, Warren K. Agee, Dean of the
School of Journalism, and by Albert Sanders, Vice President
and General Manager of WMAZ Radio and TV, and Vice President
of TV for GAB, and chairman of this year's Institute. The
invitation was supported by Senator Herman E. Talmadge of
Georgia and by Representative David H. Gatbrell of Georgia.
It is an impressive production.

Georgia Association of Broadcasters, Inc.

/The Georgia Association of Broadcasters is the oldest and
largest (148 radio, 14 TV and 100 associate members) state
broadcasting association. It maintains a full-time execu-
tive-director (Bert Hatch) and other staff as needed. It
has several notable activities, other than co-sponsoring the
Annual Institute. Among them are:

1. Receives a grant from the State's Depart-
ment of Industry and Trade to create and
distribute tourism spots.
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2. Operates a statewide network of 65 radio
and 12 TV stations featuring all the can-
didates for governor.

3. Is one of two states (the other is North

Carolina) considering membership for CATY
systems.

4. Is investigating the possibility of a

"shared computer system" for small stations.

Clearly, the GAB is not only old and large, but lively as
well.

Henry W. Grady School of Journalism

Co-sponsors the Institute, but is second to the GAB.
Originally, the Institute was for broadcasters and aspiring
broadcasters, i.e. students. The balance has since shifted
to the broadcasters, and the faculty is involved mainly in
planning for the Institute.

The school has a faculty of 40 and a student body of 850,
and has extensive technical facilities.

The school administers the well-known "Peabody Awards"
(George Foster Peabody Radio and Television Awards),
started in part by former Dean Drury. Members of the
Peabody Board include Paul Porter, Newton Minow, Ted Weeks,
Eugene Black, Harold Niven, and John Charles Daly.

Audience: You would be speaking to from 200 to 300 people
from the management of radio and TV stations in Georgia,
South Carolina, Alabama, Florida, and Tennessee. Depending
on their schedules, this number could be greatly enlarged
by attendance of students from the School of Journalism.

Schedule: On the first day of the Institute meeting, a
seminar on liscense renewal is being held, and FCC staff
people will be present. You have been asked to speak at
11 a.m. on the second day; and will share the morning with
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two other speakers. GAB has asked Senator Humphrey to speak

on rural America (Senator Talmadge is assisting with this)

and Secretary Connally to speak on the economy. The morning

speeches would be followed by a lunch and an afternoon of

small seminar-like meetings.

Past Speakers: Last year, the three featured speakers were

Representative Morris K. Udall of Arizona, David Kennedy,

Secretary of the Treasury, and James Duffy, President, ABC-

TV Network. Previous speakers have included Dean Rusk,

Kenneth Cox, Walter Cronkite, E. William Henry, and Elmer

Davis.

Format: You would have one hour available for your speech

and for questions and answers. Your speech would probably

be taped by students from the School of Journalism, and you

would be interviewed for use on student broadcasting.

Topic: Mr. Hatch suggests the formal topic of "What Lies
Ahead for Broadcasting", but suggests you cover what OTP
is and what it does, how it relates to the FCC, and what
we are doing re CATY as well.

Recommendation: I have asked Brian, Nino, and Walt for

comments. My own feeling is that this is a real peach, and
that you should accept. It represents a good opportunity

to bring the word to the Deep South.
