I want to thank you for our conversation the other day, at which
time you showed an interest in our institute to be held in England
this coming summer. To better explain the institute, I have enclosed
a copy of the final draft of the course. I hone that this will be
self-explanatory, in regards to the guests who will address the
institute, its location, and the academic recognition that it has
received from the University of California.

Please note that the only two individuals who are still not
confirmed as guests are Mr. Clyde Whitehead and the Vice President.
I hope that you will be instrumental in helping us schedule Mr.
Whitehead in order that he may address us via tele-lecture.

. Tele-lecture is a conference call which we will place to Mr.
Whitehead at the convenience of his office or home. We will then
carry on a two-way conversation for an extended amount of time
(20-30 minutes) if at all possible.

At the end of the conference we will publish any discussions and
lectures delivered at the Institute for mass circulation. At the
time of Mr. Whitehead's discussion, we could schedule several press
corpsmen to be Present and just watch. I know that BBC would also be
willing to cover such a positive and constructive intercourse of
Ideas between the students and Mr. Whitehead.

The students will include graduate and professionals who will pay
to costs to attend. We are expecting 50 people and most of them will
be mature individuals that have been through the first four years of
college and are capable of carrying on an intelligent conversation with
Mr. Whitehead. I would not forsee any trouble if Mr. Whitehead did
accept because the students would be briefed in advance, that any
insults will not be appreciate and respect must be shown to Mr.
Whitehead and his office.
