The New York State Senate and the John and Mary Markle
Foundation are sponsoring a national meeting of State

replies in favor of such a conference. They expect a
80% acceptance from the State legislative leaders (80
p6op1e) plus a few from industry who have expressed a
desire to attend even though they have not been specifically
invited.
