Dear Henxy:

My recollection is that Bruce said he'd be up at Stanford, so I'm sending my
suggestions for possible changes in the Analysis on to you.

1. Beginning on Page 9 and going over to Page 10, there is an effort to
determine if the unions increased costs by cost push inflation. Part of that
analysis is a based on the theory that "if featherbedding by actors and craft
unions increased, then an unchanged program would cost more", etc.

You chaps may be using the term featherbedding in an economic sense, but
it is a "dirty" woxrd in the industrial relations sense. I don't really believe
I have to define it. The point is that the term, as used, implies that we
already have "x" degree of featherbedding by actors, writers and crafts. I'm
not aware, however, of any, featherbedding by actors or writers. The more
appropriate terminology for this whole point, it seems to me, is productivity.
I mentally substituted "decreased productivity" for "increased featherbedding"
throughout and find it makes the s¢ : point without implications which do not
generally fit.

2. On Page 12 under (1) - $2.09.

3. Page 12. 1I've already talked to Bruce about this and I explained this
at the meeting. Because of the base on which residuals are figured our residuals
are not lower than AFTRA's. In fact, we believe they are higher. We figure ours
on total applicable minimum--that is, length of engagement, so that more than one
minimum can be involved. AFTRA always stays with one minimum and if you compare
minimums ours, in many areas, are considerably higher. Also the percentage of
45% is incorrect. It's 50% and a percentage of overscale can be added to that.

Those are my only suggested changes. If I hear from any of the others I'll pass
the word on.
